KEVIN WOOD: Ckay, give ne their
nanmes because that's inportant.

KEVIN CAIN. [It's Manny Quell o and
John Ardito.

KEVI N WOOD: Ckay. Thank you.
Here they cone.

KEVIN CAIN.  Ckay.

So we're
requesting to be allowed to host a nobile
axe throw ng | eague and occasi onal axe
throwi ng on the weekends. As alarm ng as
that m ght sound, Mayor, it's really a
very controlled environnent. There's a
nobi | e axe conpany that is fully insured.
They cone, they set up an axe throw ng
area. |It's conpletely enclosed with fence
and netting on top and there's an axe
t hrowi ng supervi sor for the conpany that
supervises the entire thing. They go over
the rules and regul ati ons. Everyone signs
a waiver. Again, it's a very controlled
environnent, although it does sound
alarmng, |I'msure. You' re not axe
t hrowi ng (i naudi bl e)

As | said, we are a brewery. W're
a tasting room W're not a bar. W
don't encourage any excessive drinking.
We discourage it. W ask those people to

| eave. We |like people to cone to our

Accurate Court Reporting Service, Inc. 631-331-3753
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brewery to enjoy our products. You know,
we put a lot of tine and effort into our
beers. It's not sonething just a place to
drink and party. W want people to enjoy;
take it slow, and just, you know, be a
pl ace to conme hang out responsibly.

So we see the axe throw ng as an
addition to our tasting room environnent.
It's a kind of -- you know, sonething
different. It's not nusic; it's not a
dart night. Although it's along the sane
lines as a dart night. Just sonething
different to help draw people to the
brewery. W're hoping to do it on a
weekend -- |I'msorry, a weekday for the
| eague. W use si X sessions every other
week for 12 weeks and then al so
potentially doing it on -- in one weekend
on Saturday or Sunday afternoon a nonth.

| ook at the email that Brian sent out of

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sone i mages of what the case | ooks |ike,
maybe you can get a better sense of what
they're doing, if you | ook at those
| mges. The email cane out at 3:45.
DEPUTY MAYOR W LLI AM BARRETT:

Yeah, | didn't get a chance to | ook at it.
STEVE FELLMAN: | have a question.

You' re supposed to be like -- you're not a

bar in a restaurant; right? You're -- you

want people to cone and buy craft beer and
-- why are we encouragi ng people to hang
out like you're a bar? | don't get it.

KEVIN CAIN. W're a tasting room
t oo, so people --

STEVE FELLMAN: You're a tasting
room

KEVIN CAIN. They spend tine. They
drink flights. W have pints.

STEVE FELLMAN: It just sounds |ike
t he opposite of what you should be trying
to acconplish, to ne.

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND: How | ong
does this event take place?

KEVIN CAIN. It's a two hour | eague

Accurate Court Reporting Service, Inc. 631-331-3753
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ni ght .

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND: Ckay.

DEPUTY MAYOR W LLI AM BARRETT: So
you figure it's an hour a match?

JOHN ARDITO It's about a two-hour
event .

DEPUTY MAYOR W LLI AM BARRETT:

Ri ght, but you got two teans pl aying each
other; right? They're going an hour each
or --

JOHN ARDITO It's four teans --

DEPUTY MAYOR W LLI AM BARRETT:  Four
t eans conpeting agai nst each other on that
two teans.

JOHN ARDI TO  Yeah, four teanms and
four rounds. Each round --

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: About a
hal f hour each round.

JOHN ARDI TO.  Correct.

KEVIN CAIN. And, again, we control
the -- you know, the anount of
consunption. People aren't drinking
mul tiple drinks. You know, maybe they

have one or two during the entire session.
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The point isn't for themto be drinking
and throw ng axes and keeping themthere
to drink longer. It's just to bring
people to the brewery where they do
purchase beer physically at the brewery
but then al so they can purchase beer to
go, which also hel ps our sales and nost of
the people actually go to restaurants in
the Village beforehand or order food to
eat at the brewery while they're there.

DEPUTY MAYOR W LLI AM BARRETT: Do
you have a crowd cheering themon, or do
you anticipate |like spectators?

KEVIN CAIN: There's a few but not
many. |It's only |Iike maybe a coupl e of
peopl e that conme that know people in the
| eague. It's not |ike, you know, draw ng
a crowd and especially with only the COvVID
precautions that are currently in place.

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND: It's not
|i ke we're going to see 16 peopl e throw ng
t he axes and a hundred peopl e cheering
t hem on.

KEVI N CAI N: Correct.
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JOHN ARDI TO  Yeah, including the
owner who's present, there's maybe three
or four spectators who cone with the
partici pants.

KEVIN CAIN. Wiich are spouses.

JOHN ARDI TO  Which are usually a
spouse, significant other, yeah.

KEVIN CAIN. There's a few other

breweries on the Island that have used

Al pha Axe (phonetic) as well; Long Island,

Ri ver head, South Shore in Amtyville --
l"msorry -- South Shore in --

JOHN ARDI TO  Cceansi de.

KEVIN CAIN. Cceansi de and Snal
Craft in Amtyville.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARISI: So | have a

guestion. So Walter just sent the inmage

around; okay? That shows the cage; right?

So where does the participant actually

stand on this? Does he stand |i ke on the

pl atf orm where there are two |ike | ower
si des?
KEVIN CAIN. So that actually --

the trailer --
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TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: Yes.
KEVIN CAIN. (Continuing) -- he
uses that to transport the four targets
that go on our patio; the back patio.
TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: kay.
KEVIN CAIN. That's just show ng

how he transports it. He also has a

nobile -- his own individual -- he's a
third party business -- has his own
trailer -- does -- and he'll cone to you.

He's a nobile axe throw ng | eague. But at
the brewery itself, we have --

JOHN ARDI TO There's multiple set
ups. He has a trailer that's a single axe
-- like alley, we'll call it. The way he
woul d set it up is that there'd be four
al l eys contained inside the fenced area.
So there would be four sets of targets
contained in the area.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: kay, so
we'll --

JOHN ARDI TO And they'd be storing
about 12 feet from one side.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: Ckay, so |
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see that inage as well.

JOHN ARDI TG Yup.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: And so
everyone has to be behind like -- in this
particular instance it |ooks |ike sand
that's there -- whatever. And it |ooks
li ke there's a person getting ready to
throw. So only one person throws at a
time.

JOHN ARDI TO.  Correct.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARISI: | nean like
we're not four teans lined up and we're
not all throwing --

TRUSTEE ANTHONY ADDEO. No, no,
Cheryl. It's two at one side and two at
t he ot her.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: Ckay.

TRUSTEE ANTHONY ADDECQ:  And then
they say "Go."

STEVE FELLMAN: That's horseshoes.

TRUSTEE WALTER PRI ESTELY: You're
going to contain all this on your
property?

KEVIN CAIN. Yes, this would all be
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in the back. Although, if we were able to
do it on the weekends, once a nonth, there
woul d be that nobile trailer unit, they'd
be | ooking to use, otherw se we woul d not
doit -- inlike the fire lane -- or the
| oadi ng | ane.

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND:  Your
particul ar | oadi ng zone.

KEVIN CAIN: Right.

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND: Now, |'m
sure -- | talked with you Kevin and Bri an,
you know the rules. They have to -- you
know, the insurance and i ndemifying the
Village, et cetera, et cetera.

KEVIN CAIN: Yeah, and each
partici pant signs a waiver. W'd add the
Village to the waiver, as well as
Li t hol ogy.

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND: Al right.

KEVIN CAIN. No. So it's set up
probably about four or five feet off the
exit door in the back, and there's a path
on both sides.

TRUSTEE ANTHONY ADDEGC Wuld it be
four or five to the right or the left of
t he door, not in front of the door?

KEVIN CAIN: It would be in front
of the door, but there would be a path to
the right and the left to get around it.

TRUSTEE ANTHONY ADDEG: So is there
any way you could nove it so it's not in
front of the door?

JOHN ARDITO It's actually not,
Kevin. It's not directly in front of the

door. The target is to the left; about
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eight feet to the left, and the
partici pants stand about four feet to the
right, but there's no bl ockage per them
going straight. And there is a path to
the left as well as the right and
strai ght.

TRUSTEE ANTHONY ADDECG  Ckay. So
you understand nmy concern. If there's a
fire or a flash and everybody's trying to
get out the back and they conme up agai nst
t he cage.

KEVIN CAIN:. Yeah, we can | ook at
it, too, and then sketch sonething up to
show that and a path -- you know, we could
put up sone kind of delineation to show
where to go while it's set up.

MAYOR RALPH EKSTRAND: Ckay.

TRUSTEE WALTER PRI ESTELY: Kevin, |
just have a question.

So do you know of any incidents
where this has been a problemor there's
been acci dents or people --

KEVIN CAIN: No. W have the owner

of the axe throw ng conpany on, too. He's
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on speaker phone with John, but he could
chime in.

MALE SPEAKER: (I naudi bl e due to
parties speaking over each other.)

for the United Veteran Beacon House in Bay
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Shore on Uni on Boul evard in Bay Shore.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: How often
do you cone and enpty these boxes?

NI CK TURBENDI AN: So these boxes
get serviced -- so considering we're
actually located in Farm ngdal e, the boxes
woul d get serviced nuch nore frequent than
| et's say any other area because our truck
gets parked -- one of our trucks gets
par ked behind our thrift shop. So these
boxes w Il get serviced pretty nuch
everyday. W're leaving that |ocation
goi ng around the boxes, going around to
the shelters, seeing who needs what. So
we're going to be in the nei ghborhood
every single day. So we'll pretty nuch be
able to pop in periodically. | nean it's
not goi ng to be negl ected what soever |ike
a lot of the other boxes -- |ike other
organi zati ons have. W also service all
their other boxes that they have which is
45 ot her locations that they have. So
they're not a | arge organi zati on of

clothing drop boxes let's say. W' ve been
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working with them for just about 24 years
now si nce we opened up -- since ny father
opened up the thrift shop.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARI SI: My concern
Is that people don't always put the
clothes inside the box. Sonetines they're
just lazy and just leave it outside and it
becomes a ness.

NI CK TURBENDI AN: | conpletely
understand that, but | would guarantee you
guys a hundred percent -- | nean ny
father's at the store every single day.

So aml. And we have both the drivers
out. So we're going to be patrolling the
-- especially it's our Village -- we're
not going to neglect the Village

what soever. You know, it's where | grew
up, where | went to high school, where |
went to school. |I'mnot going to neglect
our own town's boxes whatsoever.

NI CK TURBENDI AN:  We utilize
everything frombric-bracs (sic) to linens
to furniture because -- so the United
Vet er ans Beacon House which ny fat her
originally got affiliated with in 1997, at
this point they're up to 51 shelters on
the Island. So we utilize fromA to Z

STEVE FELLMAN: What Cheryl's
referring to, that |'ve experienced, is
they put the clothes in the box and they
put the furniture, the gl assware,
everything el se in bags and the books to
t he side.

TRUSTEE CHERYL PARISI: Right.

NI CK TURBENDI AN:  And everyt hi ng

outside. So -- which | experience on a
daily basis. Believe ne, | -- originally,
prior to how we started, | was one of the

drivers, you know, after | graduated
coll ege and stuff and kind of got involved
Wth the organization a little bit, you

know, heavily, | started driving a little
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bit and so | started getting nore involved
with everything el se, and | experienced
everything. People |eave stuff but, you
know, from-- on a daily basis, we nake
sure that all 45 of our locations are in

It stays clean. W nake sure our
| ocations are not |ike anybody el se's
because we have a reputation -- we are a

organi zation that, you know, we've worked
really hard to naintain a really good
relationship with themand | woul d never
do anything to discredit their nane.

STEVE FELLMAN: My point, N ck, is
that you wll pick up whatever is dropped
of f.

NI CK TURBENDI AN:  ©Ch, yes, yeah,
yeah. But we will also put signs out

there that says no | eaving stuff outside,
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you know, which the majority of the tine
wor ks.  Wien you keep the box maintained
nicely and it's logo'd correctly, with the
proper, you know, under surveill ance,
CCTV, video surveillance and you do | ogo
the box correctly, nost people do respect
it and thank God, we don't have a | ot of
peopl e doing that type of stuff that | see
at other locations.
